








8 June. Canada.

Off the start, Robert defended his second place grid slot while
Nick was passed by Rubens Barrichello (Honda) and dropped
back to ninth position. The safety-car was deployed on lap
17, and the top seven cars pitted simultaneously giving Nick
the race lead. Hamilton accelerated into the back of Kimi
Raikkdnen’s Ferrari alongside Robert in the pit lane, which
allowed Robert to rejoin the action behind Nick. The team
opted for a one-stop strategy for Nick but with a heavy fuel
load he was unable to match his team mate’s pace and was
eventually passed. The pair went on to not only secure the
first win of the year, but made it a one-two.

22 June. France.

On to Magny-Cours, where the BMW Sauber F1 Team’s
joy from the previous race was short lived.

In a rather uneventful French Grand Prix, Robert defended his
fifth position throughout the race to score four points. Nick,
who had started eleventh on the grid, finished thirteenth and
had to leave empty-handed.

6 July. Great Britain.

The British crowd, and the British weather, came out
in force for Silverstone. Nick drove a great race with
some spectacular overtaking manoeuvres. From fifth
position he was rewarded with second place, his third
of the season. Robert also drove a great race from tenth
on the grid, temporarily holding third place until the
final rain shower when he went off and had to retire.
The Silverstone race concluded the first half

of the 2008 season, the most

successful in the short history

of the BMW Sauber F1 Team.

20 July. Germany.

Hockenheim delivered a fine race result for the BMW Sauber
F1 Team at their home circuit. From a disappointing seventh
and twelfth on the grid, fourth place for Nick and seventh for
Robert represented a better result than anybody in the team
had hoped. With 89 points to its tally, the team was 16 points
behind Ferrari but three ahead of McLaren and was determined
to defend this position in the Hungarian Grand Prix.

3 August. Hungary.

The Hugaroring in Budapest saw the BMW Sauber F1.08
shaping up to be very competitive during practice. Yet in the
race both drivers struggled, on each of the tyre compounds.
For a long time it looked as if both Nick and Robert would
leave empty handed, but with just two laps to go, race leader,
Ferrari’s Felipe Massa, stopped with an engine failure. This
moved Robert up to eighth to score a single point for the
team. Nick improved to tenth from fifteenth.
